Additionally, to centralize club
funding processes, ASISU has transferred Club Event Funding to the Student Club and Organizations Fee.

KISU-FM is a public radio station located on the campus of Idaho State University. The mission of KISU-FM is to provide quality public radio for the ISU
Campus and surrounding communities, by offering a diverse selection of talk, music, and news programs to enrich its listeners. The station also aims to

provide hands-on broadcasting experience for ISU students.

KISU-FM is funded by a combination of student fees, listener support, local businesses, and a Community Service Grant from the Corporation for Public
Broadcasting. The last couple of years, KISU has ramped up efforts to generate additional outside revenue over the past two fiscal years with the eventual
goal to become a stand-alone organization that does not rely on ASISU's funding.

In FY22, KISU-FM reduced its request for ASISU funding by $11,313 (10%). In FY23, requests were cut by another $4,580 (5%). In FY24, KISU’s
request decreased by $2,620 (3%). For FY25, ASISU's Senate decided to reduce KISU's funding by $1,559 (2%), with the goal of decreasing funding by

5% in future years.
