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Course Description

This course provides a thorough exploration of Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports
(PBIS) with a focus on creating positive school cultures. Participants will explore the core
components of PBIS, learning how to integrate its principles into daily classroom routines to
promote positive behavior. This course covers classroom PBIS, offering insights into teaching
and reinforcing expected behaviors. Additionally, participants will become familiar with
data-based decision-making within the PBIS framework, exploring methods for collecting and
analyzing data to inform interventions. Tiered interventions will be addressed focusing on Tier
1, Tier 2, and Tier 3, and providing strategies for implementing and reinforcing positive behavior
expectations at different levels. Lastly, this course examines the crucial role of family and
community engagement in PBIS, offering students insights into effective strategies for involving
parents and the community. By the end of the course, participants will be equipped with the
knowledge and skills to create inclusive, supportive, and positive learning environments through
the implementation of PBIS principles.

This course enhances classroom teaching effectiveness and supports improved student
outcomes by introducing new knowledge in Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports
(PBIS), equipping educators with strategies to foster positive behavior, implement tiered
interventions, utilize data for decision-making, and engage families in creating inclusive school
environments.
