Ultimately, this course aims to provide teachers with the skills and strategies to
allow their students develop a passion for social studies and become civic-minded young adults.

This course enhances classroom teaching effectiveness and supports improved student
outcomes by introducing new knowledge in student-centered, inquiry-based, and
technology-enhanced instructional strategies for engaging social studies education.
