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This course provides teachers a foundational knowledge of first and second language acquisition
and literacy development, explores tools and strategies for selecting curricular materials,
making literacy and content more accessible to English learners, and discusses equitable
assessments that better support English learners for success in the classroom. addresses all the
English Learner Professional Development Quality Standards, Completing the course meets
English Learner Professional Development Quality Standards and the required 45 clock hours.
