Course Syllabus 

Course Description 
This course is designed to help participants understand the science behind reading to help close 
the gap for students performing below grade level. Participants will receive specific strategies 
and programs that will help them improve their student's reading skills. Targeted reading 
intervention provides students with an opportunity to increase reading, writing, test-taking, and 
study skills at their instructional level. Students must develop foundational skills before 
proficiency can be achieved.  
 
This course enhances classroom teaching effectiveness and supports improved student 
outcomes by introducing new knowledge in understanding of the science behind reading and 
provides targeted strategies and programs for phonics, fluency, comprehension, and vocabulary 
interventions, as well as insight into dyslexia, to support students performing below grade level 
in developing foundational reading skills.
