The course is suitable for educators from different levels and contexts, as it provides flexible
options and supports for learning. The course also encourages collaboration and feedback
among participants, as well as self-reflection and evaluation.

This course enhances classroom teaching effectiveness and supports improved student
outcomes by introducing new knowledge in how to apply Universal Design for Learning (UDL)
principles with Al to create accessible, flexible, and personalized learning environments for all
learners.
