Counting in tenths

Purpose:
The purpose of this activity is to help your child to learn the sequence of decimal numbers in tenths. 

Link to the Number Framework:
Number Sequence, Stage 6

What you need:

Playing cards.  (Ace = 1, Jack=0)

Button or small object.

What to do:

Ask your child to select 3 cards from the pack and make a number with one decimal place. For example 23.8

Ask your child to count on from this number in tenths.

Ask your child to make a new number with the cards and this time to count backwards from the number.

What to expect your child to do:

· To count forwards and backwards in tenths.   
Initially they may need to write the numbers,  particularly when they change the from .9 to a new whole number.  They should progress to counting without the written prompt.
