Groupings of 2 in numbers to 100.

Purpose:
The purpose of this activity is to help your child to learn the number of groups of 2 in numbers to 100.

Link to the Number Framework:
Place value, Stage 6

What you need:

Bingo cards.  You can print these or make your own.

Playing cards.  (Ace = 1 Jack = 0)

Pens.

What to do:

The bingo game is for 2 to 4 players.

Each player has a bingo card and a pen.  

Shuffle the cards and place them face down between the players.

The first player draws two cards from the pile and makes a number by arranging the two digits.  The cards 2 and 7 can be arranged as 27 or 72.

They then work out how many 2s are in the number and tell the other players.   Any player can then cross off the number of 2s on their bingo card.  For example 27 has 13 twos in it, so 13 can be crossed off any player’s card.

The next player has their turn.  

The winner is the first person to cross off all of their bingo numbers.

What to expect your child to do:
· To find the number of twos in a number by halving the number.

Variation:
This game can also be played using 5s.  The bingo card numbers would need to range from 1 – 20.
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
