Ordering License Plates
Purpose:
The purpose of this activity is to help your child to order numbers up to 1000. 
Link to the Number Framework:
Number Sequence, Stage 5
What you need:

To collect licence plate numbers from a car park or a walk along the street. 

Pen and pieces of paper 
What to do:

When you are in a car park help your child to write down 6 or 7 licence plate numbers or go for a walk along the street to collect the numbers. 

Write each number on a different piece of paper.

Help your child to arrange the numbers from smallest to biggest by choosing one licence number and asking: 

How many hundreds are in this number?

Look at a second licence number and ask how many hundreds are in this number?

Which of these two licence numbers is bigger?

If there are two numbers with the same hundreds number e.g. 469 and 428 then compare the number in the tens column.

Alternatively you could look for 100s, 200s, 300s, etc numbers in the selection of licence plates to start sorting them into order. 
What to expect your child to do:

To be able to order numbers to 1000 by looking firstly at the hundreds, then the tens, then the ones column.    
Variation:

Ask your child to write a hundreds number bigger than any of the licence numbers, smaller than any of the licence numbers, or between two of the licence plate number. 

Collect hundreds numbers from other places, e.g. prices in junk mail.
