Tape Measure Counting 

Purpose:

The purpose of this activity is to help your child to count forwards and backwards using numbers to 100.
Strategy Stage:

Stage 4
What you need:

· A tape measure 

What to do:

1. Choose any two numbers on the tape. 
2. Practice counting, backwards and forwards, between these two numbers. For example start counting at 28 and stop at 42, or start counting at 92 and stop at 73. 
3. Follow the numbers on the tape measure as you count together. 
4. Ask questions about the order of the numbers on the tape measure. For example:

a. What number comes before 71?

b. What number comes after 29?

What to expect your child to do: 

· Be able to visualize where the number fits on the tape measure to increase their understanding of the order of numbers.

· To confidently cross the decades when counting forwards and backwards. For example “17, 18, 19, 20, 21, 22, 23” or “93, 92, 90, 89, 88, 87”.

Variations:

· Skip count by 2s between any two numbers on the tape. Remember to count both forwards and backwards

28, 30, 32…

· Skip count by 5s between any two numbers on the tape. 

65, 60, 55
