Three additional tunnel entries have been installed.  There are now 14 entries.  The sidewalk on Caesar Chavez in front of the administration building and Gravely Hall is almost complete.  It is open but there are a few minor things that still need to be done.  The showers in Reed Gym have been having issues with temperature and pressure.  This issue should be fixed by now or will be fixed shortly.  There has been a lot of concrete replaced on campus.  The anatomy and physiology lab is being built in Meridian.  The Martin Luther King project will go out for bid in December and should start in May.  The project should take 3 months when the road and sidewalks will be closed.  There is a new hole where an elevator is being installed at the PA building.  The elevator will be complete in seven to eight months.  A new roof is scheduled for the Fine Arts building.  The Garrison elevator project is continuing.  Building inspectors are finding unsecured extensions cord stretched across rooms.  Barry asked if trip hazards are noticed, please take care of them.

Barry has not heard this being discussed but will bring it up at the next meeting.  James asked if there have been any updates about the college of education building.  Barry has not heard anything.
